GUN SAFETY RULES

Please read and observe these safety guidsiines before hand-
fing your gun:

»

Be sure that the barrel is clear of any obstiuctions before
loading. Make it a habit to check the barrel every time before
reloading.

Stere guns and ammunition separately, beyond the reach of
children.

Never climb a fence, or jump a dilch, with a loaded gun.
Open the action, remove the shelis, and hand the gun to a
friend or place it on the ground on the other side ofthe obstacle
before crossing it yourseff.

Never place a loaded gun into a vehicle or lean the gun
against any object. The gun should be emptied and placed
into & case when not in use.

Keep safety on at all times. Move 10 “Off” position only when
you are sure that a shot is imminent,

While loading or unloading, make sure that the gun is pointed
in a sale direction. Keep finger off trigger while operating the
action,

Treal svery gun as If it is loaded—it may be!

Watch the muzzie at alf times: never point the gun, accidentally
or while horseplaying, at anything you do not want to shoot.
Identify the target before shooting; do not shoot at sounds.

Avoid alcaholic beverages before or during shooting.

i you do not thoroughly understand the proper use and care
of your gun, seek the advice of someocne you know is compe-
tent.

Don't abuse your gun or your huntingfshooling privileges.

1. SAFETY FEATURES

2,

A_. The P-98 is equipped with a manual hammer bfock
safety located on the left side of the slide at the rear.
(See diagram A). When the safety is "ON" (red dot NOT
visible and/or lever pointing downward) it blocks the ham-
mer from reaching the firing pin to prevent the pistol from
firng. With the safety engaged., the hammer and trigger
will still function; however, the hammer is blocked from
striking the firing pin.

The P-98 is also equipped with a magazine disconnect.
This safety feature disengages the trigger and hammer
when the magazine is removed from the pistol.

INSTRUCTION FOR USE OF AMERICAN ARMS
SELFLOADING PISTOL MODEL P-98

A

Be sure the safety is “ON" (red dol NOT visible and‘or
lever pointing downward) at all times, and have the gun
pointed in a safe direction.

Remove magazine by pushing magéazine release bution
to the rear {see diagram A} with your thumb and putl
magazine down and out of the pistol. Load the magazine
with American made Hi-Velocily .22 R ammo and ingert
it back into your P-98,

Pull slide fully to the rear and release. This will cock the
hammer and chamber the first round from the magazine.
The pistol is now ready to fire. With the pistol pointed in
a safe direction, disengage the safety (red dot visible
andfor lever in horizontal positicn) and pull the trigger.
The pistol will selfload subsequent rounds from ihe
magazine until it is empty, at which time the slide will



lock open. To reload, remove magazing, reload
magazine with American made high velocity .22LR
ammo and replace. Slide can be released by the lever
on the left side of the pisiol just below the slide (see
diagram A). Depress the lever with your thumb. The
slide will close, chambering a live round of ammo mak-
ing the pistol ready to fire.

The Model P-98 functlon best with high velocity
.22LR ammunition loaded to American standards.

Point of impact will vary with manufacturer and type
of ammunition. As with any fixed sight handgun, alt-
eration of the sight picture may be required to com-
pensate for the varied ballistics of each ammunition.

3. DISASSEMBLY AND ASSEMBLY

A, To disassemble the P-98 first put the safety “ON" {red
dot NOT visible and/or lever pointing downward). Re-
move magazine. depress the locking lever {lef front side
of frame) to a vertical position. Pull trigger guard down.
Pull the slide fully to the rear and lift the rear of the slide
above the frame. Move the stide slowly forward and off
the frame. CAUTION: Note position of recoil spring and
spring bar as slide is removed. Any further disassembly
is not necessary for normal maintenance and may void
warranty.

B. Assembly is perdormed by reversing the disassembly pro-
cedure, Caution should be used when replacing recoil
spring and bar. The spring bar must be positioned in the
spring. The spring is then placed back into position in
the frame. Locate the pointed end of the spring bar into
the recess on the inside of the slide, Replace shde re-



verse of disassembly, taking care that the recoil spring
and spring bar are properly located.

4. CLEANING

A. To avoid mafunctions be sure to clean the pistol after
each shooting.

B. The P-98 should be (ubricated with light gun oil only. Do
not use grease of any type.

5. PRECAUTIONS

A. Always cary the pistol uncocked, with an empty
chamber, and with the safety "ON"” Naver peint the pistol
at anything you don't intend to shoot, even if the pistol
is unloaded. To uncock the pistol, put the pisiol in the
safe position (red dot NOT visible and‘or lever pointing
downward) with your thuimb on the hammer, release
hammer by pulling the trigger while lowering the hammer
gently with your thumb.

CAUTION: All salety devices are mechanical devices
and can fail. Always point pistol in a safe direction. Always
restrict the fall of the hammer with your thumb for safety
reasons.

B. Always wear shooling glasses and hearing protection
when you shool. Exposure to shooting noise can damage
hearing. Adequate vision protection when shooting is
essential.

C. The American Arms P-98 is a double action pistol. Pulling
the trigger with the safety disengaged will result in the
discharge of the round of ammunition in the chamber.

. Any selfloading pistol may malfunction. Te minimize mal-
functions please do the following:

1. !t it appears thal the jam was caused by the type of
ammunition being used, try another brand, type, or
lot number.

2. If changing ammunition does not at once result in
smooth feeding of cartridges from magazine to
chamber, then the following steps should be taken:

a. Thoroughly clean the pistol, paying particular at-
tention to the removal of accumulated grease
and dirt. Use a bristle brush and solvent to re-
move grease and fouling from the breech face,
extracior, chamber and feed ramp area im-
mediately behind the chamber.

b. Checkto be sure that the magazine spring firmly
returns the magazine follower to the top of the
magazine.

c. Check the magazine lips 1o be certain that they
are free of nicks and burrs and that they are not
deformed or cracked.

d. If none of the above steps is effective, try a dif-
ferent magazine of American Arms, Inc. man-
ufacture. If new magazine does not function cor-
rectly, return the pistel and magazine to Ameri-
can Arms, Inc.
